Departmental Reports.  Don Johnson stated that the storm sewer project on Walnut Road and Mill Road was continuing, and they are trying to get it completed as far as possible before a lot of snow falls.  

Toni Antonini stated that she had attended several training/continuing education classes over the last month.
Heath Eddy stated the Christina Basin TMDL planning initiative kicked off last month, and the Brandywine Struble Greenway Initiative was also underway.

Announcements.

Open Forum.  

Bob Witters requested to know when the next Land Preservation Committee meeting was to be held, and staff stated that it would be on Wednesday, January 19th per John McHugh’s announcement last month.  

Business

Approve/disapprove Tel Hai Sewage Planning Module for Phase 2 Expansion. Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the Resolution authorizing DEP to review the sewage planning module for the expansion of the Tel Hai community sewage system for Phase 2 of the Tel Hai expansion plan.  All in favor. Motion carries. 
Brandywine Preserve HOA Declaration (formerly Whitehorse Glen). Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to accept the revised HOA Declaration for the Brandywine Preserve development.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Adopt a position on Jerome Gerald Special Exception/Variance Application (ECHO).  Heath Eddy stated that this application was for a complicated property along Horseshoe Pike, but that the owner intended to place a modular home on the back portion of his property for his elderly parents.  Don Johnson noted that this seemed like an expensive proposal for the applicants.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to take a position of “take no position” on this application.  All in favor.  Motion carries.  This application will be heard by the Zoning Hearing Board on January 10th.
Adopt a position on Tracy & Eric Olsen Special Exception Application (Home Occupation).  Heath Eddy stated that this application was for a home occupation utilizing a masonry garage on the back of the property at 15 Wildflower Lane.  Lew Wertley asked the Olsens if they were aware that operating a notary business out of the garage would not be permitted under current zoning.  They stated no.  Heath Eddy stated that the notary would not be a permitted use of the property under current zoning though the ability to enforce such a provision would be very difficult given the limited nature of the use.  Lew Wertley stated that he wanted that legal issue on the record.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to take a position of “take no position” on this application.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Public Hearing on Ordinance #156-2011 (zoning ordinance amendments).  The Public Hearing was called to order at 6:10 pm.  Heath Eddy described the ordinance as a small list of amendments to provide additional flexibility to the RC-Resource Conservation District and the SCC-Steep Slope Conservation District.  The ordinance amends the definition of “lot area, net” to remove reference to the precautionary slopes from the net out provisions; amends the minimum lot area in the RC District to establish a “minimum gross lot area” of 5 acres and a “minimum net lot area” of 60,000 square feet; amends Section 27-1303.5 to add a “maximum limit of disturbance” to each category of regulated slope; and amends Section 27-1303.7.B by removing the “average slope” requirement and replacing it with design standards for single family detached dwellings on Precautionary Slopes including a “step-down” (or walk-out basement) design requirement.  The Planning Commission recommended this ordinance for approval.
Lew Wertley asked for any public comments on this ordinance.  There being no comments, the public hearing was closed at 6:13 pm.

Approve/disapprove Ordinance #156-2011. Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve Ordinance #156-2011.  All in favor.  Motion carries.  
Any Other Matter.  
McConnell Park II Annexation Plan.  Chris Falencki of Weiser Engineering Consultants, representing McConnell Park, noted that the short turnover time from the Planning Commission’s December meeting to the Board’s early regular meeting caused them to miss the filing deadline for this meeting.  He requested if the Board would consider reviewing and approving the annexation plan for the McConnell Park II.  Heath Eddy provided a review of the minor changes to the existing lot lines in the current subdivision such that no new lots were created, but 1 portion would be annexed to the Pleasant View Welding property, and the former railroad right-of-way strip would be incorporated into the lots of the subdivision.  Mr. Falencki noted that the engineers were supportive of complying with the Township Engineer’s review letter of 12/14/2010, and that the owner was seeking no waivers.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the McConnell Park II Annexation Plan as per the plan dated 11/15/2010, with the condition that all outstanding issues in the Township Engineer’s review letter of 12/14/2010 be resolved.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Brandywine Preserve Fee-in-Lieu of Recreational Facilities.  Tom Imperato apologized for arriving late relative to the Brandywine Preserve HOA Declaration but also had one additional issue dealing with the revision of the fee-in-lieu of recreational facilities.  Since the Board agreed to waiver the previously approved tot lot development of the site the developers have worked with Township staff and the Township Engineer to revise the fee to accommodate that missing piece.  Township staff are recommending a fee of $1,500 per lot.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve a fee-in-lieu of $1,500 per lot for the remainder of development.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
