









January 3, 2012
The regular meeting of the Honey Brook Township Board of Supervisors was called to order at 5:40 p.m.  Supervisors Lew Wertley, John McHugh and Joe Fenstermacher were present, as was Township Administrator Antoinette Antonini, and Township Engineer Mike Reinert.
Resolution 1-2012 BOS meeting rules of order.
Discussion was held regarding a proposed resolution to adopt policies related to public meeting rules of order and setting time limits on public comment.  Mr. Fenstermacher requested that the matter be tabled until next month to allow further review and seek public input on the document since he only received it a few days before the meeting.  Mr. Wertley and Mr. McHugh believed the resolution merely set parameters for meeting conduct and was necessary to maintain order during future public meetings.  Motion by John McHugh, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve Resolution 1-2012 establishing meeting rules of conduct.  Joe Fenstermacher opposed.  Motion carries with 2-1 vote. 
Resolution 2-2012 BOS meeting use of recording devices.
Discussion was held regarding a proposed resolution to adopt policies related to the use of recording devices during public meetings.  Similar to the first resolution, Mr. Fenstermacher requested that the matter be tabled until next month to allow further review and seek public input on the document.  Motion by John McHugh, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve Resolution 2-2012 establishing a policy for the use of recording devices at public meetings.  Joe Fenstermacher opposed.  Motion carries with 2-1 vote.

Departmental Reports.    
Toni Antonini reported that she will send the Board the proposed agenda on a Monday the week prior to the next scheduled meeting to allow enough time for input.  The agenda would be finalized the week prior to the scheduled meeting and any new information received would be supplemented under new business.  The agenda will be posted on the website and at the Township building.
Mike Reinert reported that Technicon met with Toni related to the transition of zoning matters from the Township to their office and will have an update on these issues submitted in a monthly report at the next meeting.
Announcements.  
Township Offices will be closed on Monday, January 16th for Martin Luther King, Jr. Day.
Open Forum.  

Janet Heinis of Augusta Drive asked if anything could be done for excessive speeding along Route 322.

David Rodgers of 458 Mount Pleasant Road voiced his opposition to the adoption of the resolutions passed earlier in the meeting and the time restrictions imposed on residents.

Don Johnson, Director of Public Works, requested that the Board consider approval to purchase wider plows in order to improve the effectiveness of snow removal.  The Board agreed to purchase.
Bob Witters of Tel Hai asked for clarification from Mr. Fenstermacher as to why he requested voting on the resolutions be delayed until next month.  Mr. Fenstermacher indicated he wanted to have more time to research the content of the resolutions and ask for public input before voting.

John Gehman of 76 Rock Road asked the Board to consider keeping more freedoms in place for the residents and less restriction during the public meetings.  He further applauded the Board for no tax increases for 2012.

Business

Daniel E. Stoltzfus variance application.  The Board reviewed with the assistance of explanation by Mike Reinert, the variance application for Mr. Stoltzfus.  The variance from the setback requirements is necessary as a result of a request from Salisbury Township, Lancaster County to keep the entire proposed structure within the municipal boundary of Honey Brook.  The property is bisected by the County and Township boundary.  Motion by John McHugh, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to support the variance application for Daniel E. Stoltzfus.  All in favor. Motion carries.
PA State Police – annual report.  Trooper Gary Onick was present from the PA State Police to provide the Township with a summary of activity and incidents made in the past month.  Trooper Onick acknowledged the previous complaint of speeding along Route 322 and said he would pass that issue along to the appropriate parties.  The Board and members of the audience thanked Trooper Onick and the State Police for their dedicated work.
Award Wheel Loader bid.  The Township utilized MuniciBid for the sale of the 1998 544H John Deere Wheel Loader and received a high bid of $67,100.00 from Keith Steiren.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by John McHugh, to approve the high bid of $67,100.00 received from Keith Steiren for the 1998 John Deere Wheel Loader.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Resolution 3-2012 for Dedication of Augusta Drive, Summerlin Drive, Cog Hill Drive and Sawgrass Court.  Lew Wertley and Mike Reinert explained that the resolution was for the dedication of the roadways within Knob Hill Farm Subdivision to the Township.  The roadways had originally been designed and approved as private streets, however a previous Board agreed to accept the streets as public following completion of a number of repairs necessary to the improvements in the development.  Mike Reinert stated that the issues have all been corrected with the exception of a sinkhole around an inlet that formed following the final inspection.  Don Johnson identified the sinkhole during a recent drive by and advised that the Township would repair it provided the HOA post a $500 escrow.  In addition, the deed of dedication, as a result of review by the Township Solicitor John Good, required amendment to account for PADOT requirements for use of liquid fuel funds in the future.  It also requires clarification on the maintenance responsibilities by the HOA and the Township.  Bob Newton from the Knob Hill HOA was present and agreed with accepting these matters if the Board could conditionally approve the dedication subject to satisfactory completion of the items discussed.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by John McHugh, to conditionally approve Resolution 3-2012 provided the Knob Hill HOA posts a $500 escrow to cover repairs associated with the sinkhole and upon satisfactory review and approval of the amendment to the deed of dedication by John Good to address the PADOT requirements for liquid fuels and maintenance responsibilities by the HOA and the Township.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Establish Park Recreation Committee.  Discussion was held regarding establishment of a Park and Recreation Committee.  Further information is needed.  John McHugh stated he would work on this and this topic will be visited again in February with more specifics and hope to form committee by March with first report in May.

John McHugh recognized his family attending his first Board meeting and stated that it was his desire to hold a town hall meeting at the Honey Brook Elementary School to allow residents to bring forward their various concerns for public discussion.  In addition, Mr. McHugh indicated interest in beginning a Veterans Honor Roll to recognize Township residents who have served in the military.
