Roche subdivision waiver request.  The applicant was not present.  The applicant created a subdivision of three lots that was approved in the spring of 2009.  The applicant seeks a waiver from posting financial security for the subdivision prior to recording the plan.  The Board determined the request was not in the best interest of the Township, as the plan’s layout precluded recording it in phases.  Because it couldn’t be phased, the lots could be conveyed while the improvements were unsecured, putting the administrative burden of the subdivision’s management on the Township rather than on the applicant.
