Open Forum.  Joann Guiseppe, Three Joes Lane, and Deb Dovin, Park Road, complimented the Public Works Department on their snow removal results.
Ivan S. Stoltzfus variance application.  The applicant was not present.  The applicant seeks a variance from Section 1003.2.C, the minimum side yard requirement in the I-Industrial District to construct a two-car detached garage.  The minimum requirement is 50 feet, while the applicant is proposing a setback of approximately 35 feet.  The applicant has a single family dwelling on the lot, a non-conforming use in the I District.
Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to take no position on the application.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
J. Daniel Stoltzfus land development waiver.  The applicant was not present.  In 2002, the applicant received approval of a use variance to the site for an existing industrial operation that preexisted zoning (started in the 1950s).  Under Zoning Order 2002-5, the applicant’s industrial use was legalized with a potential expansion of up to 57,000 square feet of impervious surface area on the 5-acre property.  The current industrial use is well below this amount of impervious coverage, though there is also a residential use and associated carriage barn on the site, which was addressed by the Zoning Hearing Board in Zoning Order 2008-10.  

Later in 2002, the applicant received approval for a land development plan that provided stormwater management for the site up to the impervious coverage limit allowed under the ZO 2002-5.  This stormwater facility is in place on the property and appears to be functioning as designed.  The proposed addition also complies with the current setback requirements for the A-Agricultural District.  

Given these conditions, the Planning Commission determined that additional land development review for the proposed expansion was not warranted, and recommended approval of the waiver request.

Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to grant a waiver from the land development process, to construct the proposed building expansion of the Stoltzfus Manufacturing building at 540 White School Road (TPN #22-4-81) as shown on plans drawn by Jeffrey T. Burrell, Sr., P.E. & Associates, dated 1/18/2010, last revised 1/29/2010. All in favor.  Motion carries.

Chester County Solid Waste Management Plan.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to ratify the plan dated June 2009.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Resolution #1-2010; Referendum on 5 member Board of Supervisors.  The Board discussed the various pros and cons of expanding to a 5 member board.

Deb Dovin, Park Road, encouraged adoption of the resolution.  Dick Reeder, Tel Hai Retirement Community, discouraged adoption.
Motion by Joe Fenstermacher to adopt the resolution.  Motion fails for lack of a second.
Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to not adopt the resolution.  In favor—Johnson, Wertley.  Opposed—Fenstermacher.  Motion carries.

County/municipal partnership in MS4/TMDL requirements.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to endorse the concept of a county/municipal partnership with the Brandywine Valley Association on MS4 and TMDL issues, but to reserve final judgment until after seeing a proposed budget and detailed scope of work.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Use of admin building by outside groups.  A consensus of the Board provided the following guidance to create a policy resolution:

· The Board generally wanted to allow groups to use the building, but also wants to protect the interests of the Township

· A non-refundable fee of $50 was suggested to cover the cost of utilities and reprogramming the alarm code after each group exited.

· A refundable deposit of $500 was suggested to cover the cost of cleaning and minor damages.

· Groups would be limited to those who serve the Honey Brook community as a whole, or other governmental agencies and agencies that contract to the government.

· Groups that consist predominately of children under the age of 13 will have to have an adult to child ratio of X:Y.

· Groups that consist predominately of children under the age of 18 will have to have an adult to child ratio of X:Y.

· Groups that consist predominately of persons under the age of 21 will have to have persons over the age of 30 in an X:Y ratio.

· Strictly social functions such as wedding showers, birthday parties, etc., are not an appropriate use of the building.

· No food or drink is allowed.

· The users shall provide a certificate of insurance naming the Township as additional insured or bond in the amount of $Z, plus sign a hold harmless agreement.

· Groups of X or more persons shall provide security in the form of a contract watchman for the duration of the event plus 1 hour.
· The group size shall be limited to the building’s capacity.
Planning guidance for alternative energy generators.  The Board desires the Planning Commission to tackle zoning related issues with solar arrays, windmills and outdoor furnaces.  The discussion should include alternative energy structures as principal uses and as accessory uses.

Planning Commission appointments.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to appoint Susan Lacy and Leslie Siebert to the Planning Commission with terms expiring 12/31/2010 and 12/31/2013 respectively.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
