Open Forum.  Chris Palladino of the US Census Bureau informed the Board the Bureau was recruiting enumerators for the census.
CC Solid Waste Authority and sewer service.  CCSWA was not present.  The CCSWA requested in November to be included in the Act 537 sewer service district when the plan is revised.  The Board discussed the pros and cons of the proposal and the limits that should be placed thereon if approval is granted.  The amount of actual sewage waste is relatively small, but the CCSWA has leachate that could be sent to the sewage treatment plant so long as it’s pretreated.
Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to include the CCSWA in the public sewer service area in the new Act 537 plan under the condition the connection shall include standard residential sewage generated by the office and weigh station heads, and may include treated leachate, so long as the NWCCMA shall approve as to quality and total quantity of input.

and, the expense of such connections shall be borne by the CCSWA,

and, the CCSWA shall contribute a share to the upgrade or expansion of the WWTP, such share being agreed upon by the CCSWA, NWCCMA and Township based on a reasonable estimate of future costs, subject to refinement when such costs are known via the bidding process,

and, the CCSWA shall not allow any connections to residential lots owned by the CCSWA or others in proximity to the force main without the express approval of the Township,

and, if at some future time it is technically feasible for the CCSWA to receive treated effluent for disposal it shall do so.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Marlin & Wanda King Minor Subdivision.  The applicant was present and represented by Jeff Burrell.  The applicant is seeking approval to create a 2-acre lot from a 63+ acre base parcel using the agricultural lot split-off provisions in the Zoning Ordinance.

Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher to grant -waivers to Sections:

· 22-503.A(3), requiring subdivision plans for sites greater than 5 acres be drawn at a scale of 1” = 100’.  The submitted plan for Lot 2 is at a scale of 1” = 300’.
· 627.7.A(3), requiring stormwater basins to be landscaped in accordance with Section 629, or the planting of 7 trees and 36 shrubs.  Applicant proposes no landscaping since the basin amounts to a swale proposed in the rear yard.
· 627.7.C, requiring basin outlet pipes a minimum of 18” diameter RCP with anti-seep collars.  Proposed is a 12” HDPE outlet pipe with one anti-seep collar.
· 627.7.H, requiring basin discharge points to be located a minimum of 50’ from property lines.  The submitted plan shows the outlet point closer than 50’.
· 629, requiring a total of 7 street trees on Lot 1, a total of 66 street trees on Lot 2, a filtering buffer along the western lot line of Lot 1, and stormwater basin plantings.  The Planning Commission proposed requiring the Lot 1 street trees.
based on the recommendations contained in the Township Engineer’s review memo dated 2/24/2010, with the condition that the applicant shall be responsible for street trees on Lot #1.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to approve the Marlin and Wanda King minor subdivision final plan based on plans drawn by Jeffrey T. Burrell, Sr., P.E. and Associates, dated 1/3/2010, last revised 2/1/2010, under the condition that the applicant shall comply with outstanding issues contained in the Township Engineer’s review memo dated 2/24/2010.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Approve Challenge Grant Funding.  Four farms are eligible for county matching funds for preservation totaling approximately 230 acres.

Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to match the County at 50% of the ag easement cost for TPN’s 22-6-7, 22-9-21.3 & 9-27, and 22-7.60.2.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Resolution #2-2010; Meeting Room Use Policy.  The Board discussed the proposed policy and directed the following changes:

· Allow commercial vendors to display services or products if they’re part of a fair or trade show organized by a group allowed under the policy
· Allow partisan political organizations to use the building for candidate interviews only

· Investigate using a deadbolt system rather than allowing key sign out

· Establish liability insurance requirements at $1,000,000

· Require groups with more than 3 children under the age of 18 to have an adult to child ratio of 1:3

· Require groups of 25 or more to hire a dedicated security person

· Establish a refundable deposit requirement in the amount of $500

The Township Manager will revise the resolution for the next meeting.

Guidance for mailbox and turf damage due to snow plowing.  A consensus of the Board was to keep the policy as it has been in the past.  The Township will repair or replace a mailbox/post physically struck by the plow, but not damaged due to snow thrown from the end of the plow.  The Township will not repair turf damage.

RVI escrow release.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to release the full balance of RVI escrow.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Any other matter.  Mr. Fenstermacher asked the other Board members to consider reassuring the public General Fund monies wouldn’t be used to purchase ag easements.  The other Board members agreed it was never the intention to do so.

Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to establish as a general policy to refrain from using General Fund revenue to purchase ag easements, and to limit said purchases to the Land Preservation Fund.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
