Heath Eddy stated that a federal court case was filed against the Township by the owners of the former Lester Stoltzfus farm due to the rejection by the Township of a townhouse land development.  Technicon’s liability insurance fees increased in defense of that project.  However, Technicon has stated that they do not intend to increase fees to the Township next year, and this was the first increase in fees since 2009.

Authorize procedure for Adopt-a-Highway program.  Lew Wertley stated that there was a family that had adopted Suplee Road for cleanup and that until this winter this program was a PennDOT based program.  With the turnback to the Township, the Township would need a parallel program to provide materials for the continued cleanup volunteer work by the family in question.  Toni Antonini stated that the Township program would be the same as the PennDOT program, with the Township providing the materials (trash bags, gloves, the orange traffic vests) in place of the State.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to authorize the Adopt-a-Highway program for the Township.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Approve/disapprove minor plan for D. Weston Darby.  Heath Eddy stated that Wes Darby was making some lot line changes and transferring Lot 2 of the D. Weston Darby Subdivision as an annexation to the lands of his neighbor, Samuel K. Stoltzfus. The existing “flag” for Lot 2 would be divided between Lots 1 and 3 in the remaining subdivision.  There is request for a waiver only to the extent that the full outline of the neighbor’s property is not necessary for this plan, since the Township has verified that the neighbor’s property has direct access to Chestnut Tree Road.  

Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve a waiver to Section 22-503.B(2) based on the findings of the Planning Commission and the Township Engineer’s review memo dated 3/17/2011.  All in favor.  Motion carries.  
Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the minor plan for D. Weston Darby, on plans drawn by Beideman Associates, dated 2/23/2011 and most recently revised 3/23/2011, under the condition that the applicant shall comply with any outstanding issues in the Township Engineer’s review memo dated 3/17/2011.  All in favor.  Motion carries.  

Adopt a position re Jacob and Anna King variance application.  Heath Eddy stated that the applicants were seeking a use variance to construct a single-family residence and accessory buildings in the I-Industrial District.  The Planning Commission reviewed this application and recommended that the Board “take no position” on the application, though the general feeling of the Planning Commission was that there seemed to be no real foul from this application.  Lew Wertley stated that his concern was that the Industrial District is intended for some intense non-residential uses and that this type of use may inhibit some of those uses later on due to safety concerns.  His preference was to oppose the application, but would agree to support a “take no position” position if the other Board members agreed to that.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to adopt a position of “take no position” on the variance application of Jacob and Anna King.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Authorize advertising for Ordinance #158-2011 (electronic changeable face signs).    
Heath Eddy stated that in response to the request of the Board, the enclosed Ordinance would provide for electronic reader board signs in the C-Commercial and I-Industrial Districts, with the limitation that the signs have to be turned off overnight in locations within 300 feet of residences.  If authorized, the Ordinance would go to the Chester County Planning Commission and the Township Planning Commission for review within 30 days of submittal under the requirements of the Municipalities Planning Code.  Joe Fenstermacher asked where the standards included in the Ordinance came from.  Heath Eddy replied that some of the ideas came from East and West Cocalico Townships in Lancaster County but a bulk of it came from Towamencin Township, Montgomery County, which adopted similar regulations in 2007 based in part on recommendations written by Mr. Eddy.  Those standards were then adjusted to reflect the general sign regulations in Honey Brook Township.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to authorize advertising for a public hearing on Ordinance #158-2011.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Final Open Forum  
A question was asked about who was the lowest bidder for blacktop.  The answer was AMS.
