Open Forum.  Vernon Stoltzfus, Reservoir Road, asked the Board to intervene with PennDot on an issue facing his land development plan for STBI (TPN 22-3-21, 22 & 22.1).  Mr. Stoltzfus’ new access onto Poplar Road caused the Township to ask for improvements to the turning radii on the Poplar/Horseshoe intersection.  Mr. Stoltzfus agreed, and did the engineering required for a PennDot HOP submitted in the Township’s name.  PennDot came back with a requirement to put in the left turn lane.  Mr. Stoltzfus is willing to limit traffic entering from Horseshoe Pike to the Reservoir Road side of the business.  Exit only onto Poplar Road would theoretically preclude the need for a left turn lane.  A consensus of the Board was to send a letter to PennDot to evaluate the proposal in light of the voluntarily turning restriction.

Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve the contract at the amounts specified.  In favor—Fenstermacher, Wertley.  Abstain—Johnson (conflict).  Motion carries.

Approve Challenge Grant Funding.  Three farms are eligible for county matching funds for preservation totaling approximately 230 acres.

Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to match the County at 50% of the ag easement cost for TPN’s 22-6-55/56, 22-4-35/36/37/41 and 22-7-61.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Resolution #3-2010; Multi-jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to adopt the resolution.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Sidewalk project.  In 2007 the Board authorized the start of a project to extend sidewalks from the east edge of the Boro to adjacent businesses in the Township.  The Township had saved money in 2006 & 2007 to construct the sidewalks and Senator Brubaker secured a grant from the state to contribute.  The Township applied for a PennDot HOP for the project and the requirements of the HOP are beyond the financial means to do the project.
Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to formally terminate the project.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Roof panels on the admin building.  The roof panels are made in a galvalum process.  There are several places where the roof is smudged from workman walking on it during the installation process.  There’s no belief the panels are damaged in any way, just unsightly.  There are also two panels on the east side where it appears someone primered spots in an attempt to hide scuff marks.
The contractor is offering an extended warranty and a full service maintenance contract as incentive for the Township to accept the panels with the smudges.  A consensus of the Board is to accept the roof and the warranty offer, but to replace the panels on the east side.

Ordinances 149 (revising Chapter 20 stormwater regs) and 150 (revising Chapter 22 SALDO regs).  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to authorize advertisement of the ordinances.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Any other matter.  The Board agreed to reschedule May’s meeting for 5/19.

The Board recessed to an executive session for a personnel matter.
The meeting adjourned at 6:30 pm.
