Regular Meeting

April 26, 2012
The Honey Brook Township Planning Commission held its monthly meeting on April 26, 2012 at 7:00 p.m.  Commissioners present:  Susan Lacy, Leslie Siebert, Greg Frederick, Max Dobles and Chairman Mike France.  Mike Reinert, Township Engineer, was present.

Minutes

A motion made to approve the March 22, 2012, meeting minutes was made by Greg Frederick, seconded by Leslie Siebert.  All in favor.  The motion carried.

Subdivision/Land Development Applications
Rodney & Lois Kern Subdivision
The Final Plan Submission of March 28, 2012 was reviewed, along with a review letter  dated April 19, 2012.  In the review letter, several issues were noted regarding compliance with the zoning ordinances including requested waivers for topography and wetland delineation, erosion and sediment control and storm water management plan, right-of-way widths, monuments/pins, and landscaping.   A motion to recommend approvals of the waivers requested was made by Leslie Siebert, seconded by Susan Lacy.  All in favor.  The motion carried.

A second motion to recommend the chair sign a non-building declaration was made by Susan Lacy, seconded by Greg Frederick.  All in favor.  The motion carried.  A third motion to conditionally approve the final plan in reference to the review letter dated April 19, 2012, was made by Susan Lacy, seconded by Greg Frederick.  All in favor, the motion carried.

Mark Stoltzfus Subdivision 
The Final Plan Submission of April 12, 2012 was reviewed, and TEI review letter is pending.  There was a question from the applicant regarding the sale of a portion of Transfer of Development Rights some years ago, and how this affects the current action.  Mike Reinert will research this in consultation with John Goodall and John Good, and provide more information next month.  No further action to be taken at this time.

September Farm Cheese – Extension request to July 31, 2012 noted per letter dated April 18, 2012.
Zoning Hearing Board/Conditional Use Application
Carmela and Terry Schmidt Parcel #22-6-53.3

Hearing requested for the appeal of Zoning Officer’s notice of violation for second dwelling unit on same property in letter dated March 27. 2012.  Applicant argues it is an existing non-conforming use.  If the ZHB denies the appeal, the applicant is seeking a variance to keep the rental unit for non-family habitation.
A motion to recommend No Position on the variance application to the Board of Supervisors was made by Greg Frederick, seconded by Max Dobles.  All in favor.  The motion carried.
Pending Ordinances

Landscaping Ordinance – per previous discussions and review of sample ordinances and design standards from West Caln and Hereford Townships, and Salisbury SALDO, a suggestion was made by Mike France to leave the ordinance in its current form and the Committee will revisit at a later date.  No further action to be taken at this time.

Other Business

Discussion regarding the Dead Animal Recovery initiative in the Township continues.  Concerns regarding multi-factorial environmental impact on the site without proper oversight remain.  Mike Reinert shared that the response to the CCCD PennVest Application letter was approved, since the zoning and storm water plan meet the consistency requirements even if they are not fully compliant of all local ordinance regulations at this time.  The Committee will continue to monitor these developments as needed, as they occur.
