Departmental Reports.  Don Johnson stated that the road crew would be conducting some road ditching in the coming weeks; was preparing to secure permits for replacing stormwater pipes on Suplee Road, as well as milling and overlay work on portions of Suplee Road; and would be doing additional sealcoating on other roads.
Announcements.  

Township Offices closed on May 30th (Memorial Day)
Open Forum.  

There were several comments about the sale of an open space lot that was recorded as part of the Lakeview Estates Subdivision in 1989, that had been purchased at a judicial auction by a local realtor.  The realtor was under the impression that the lot could be built upon, though legal counsel for the Township believes otherwise.  Comments were given by the following residents:

Rodney Rozier, 245 Shoreline Drive, had a question as to why the open space parcel for Lakeview Estates was sold to a realtor, and how could they build a house on that open space.  Mr. Rozier further stated that someone had been out surveying the area and had placed stakes on their property, but were they required to contact the neighbors.  Lew Wertley stated that he did not think State law required that contact.  Joe Fenstermacher stated that the pins on the property may not represent the actual property line.
Kathy Mayo, 244 Shoreline Drive, stated that she had a lake buffer on her property and she thought it was part of the covenants and restrictions.

John George, 227 Shoreline Drive, noted that there were no auction signs placed on the property (the auction was online). Toni Antonini also stated that the sale was completed last summer.  Mr. George further indicated that the State Fish Commission has signs on the property indicating that they think they own it.  

Bonnie Corliss, 362 Shoreline Drive, stated that it appeared the survey was trying to restake the property line from a point different from the actual recorded property line.  

John McHugh stated that he had contacted Tim Hennessey’s office regarding what could be done about this issue, and was anticipating follow-up with the Township.  Toni Antonini stated that she had spoken with Mr. Hennessey.

John McHugh asked about the Status Report due from EPA for the Welsh Road Landfill Superfund site.  Toni Antonini stated that EPA anticipated completing the review report sometime this spring.

Business

Approve/disapprove Resolution #3-2011 (Growing Greener).  Lew Wertley stated that this was a State program to provide funding for a variety of open space preservation and alternative transportation programs throughout the state, and the funding was running out.  The Resolution comes from Franklin Township, Chester County, and is a show of support for seeking dedicated funds for such programs by the State.  Toni Antonini stated that 22 Townships had adopted the Resolution so far.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve Resolution #3-2011.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Land Preservation Committee alternate designation.  Lew Wertley stated that this request was for an additional member for the Committee as an alternate for meetings where a regular member of the Committee could not attend.  The interested person was Chip Jones.  John McHugh stated that Mr. Jones had previously served on the Township’s Workforce Housing Task Force.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the addition of an alternate.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve Chip Jones as the alternate.
Honey Brook Lions Center.  Lew Wertley stated that this was supposed to be a request to waive a permit fee, but the fee was paid by an outside party.  Toni Antonini confirmed this.  

Final Open Forum  
An Amish group is proposing a school on Suplee Road.  They had a short group discussion with the Board regarding their proposal.  Afterward, Dick Reeder asked about the known details.  Lew Wertley stated that the new school would be on ground leased from an Amish farmer, not subdivided, and would be intended as a temporary school that would be removed at some point.  The intention of the group was to build the school by next summer.
