Ordinance #151; amending zoning regs for cemeteries and kennels.  The purpose of the ordinance is to make cemeteries of less than 5 acres a by-right use and to relax setback requirements; and, to incorporate terminology changes to achieve consistency in the kennel regulations.   Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to authorize advertisement of the ordinance.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Ordinance #149; amending Chapter 20 stormwater regulations.  Mr. Wertley suspended the public meeting at 5:45 to convene the public hearing.  Heath Eddy, Director of Planning and Zoning, testified the amendment is designed to simplify both the understanding of and compliance with the Chapter 20 regulations by categorizing applications into three discrete categories based on the extent of the earth disturbance and new impervious surface in the application.
There were no comments from the audience.  The hearing closed at 5:50.
Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to adopt Ordinance #149.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Resolution #5-2010; Fee Schedule.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Lew Wertley, to adopt the resolution.  In favor—Wertley, Fenstermacher.  Abstain (conflict)—Johnson.  Motion carries.
Net-out provisions in definition of lot area.  The consensus of the Board was to have the Planning Commission look again at the net-out provisions for lot area.  Mr. Eddy suggested creating a separate category for wetlands that isn’t part of the riparian corridor, but still retains a 25’ buffer.  The riparian corridor regulations and net-out would remain the same.  The new wetlands buffer would not be netted from the lot area, but would be used as a setback for protection of the wetland.  The Township has required net outs of actual wetland area from lot area computations.
Sewer Line Boring.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to award the bid to Aaron Enterprises of York, PA in the amount of $8015.00.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
HDPE pipe purchase.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to award the bid to Ferguson Waterworks of Coatesville, PA in the amount of $22,522.40.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Any other matter.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to approve the planning modules for the Marlin and Wanda King subdivision, previously approved in March 2010.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
The meeting adjourned at 6:27 pm.
