Resolution 6-1020; adding TPN 22-5-25 to Ag Security Area.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to adopt the resolution adding the property to the ASA.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Resolution 7-2010; fee schedule.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to adopt the resolution amending the fee schedule.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Tel Hai sketch plan.  The applicant was represented by RGS Associates and Joe Swartz, CEO.  The purpose of the sketch was to reacquaint the Board with the Tel Hai master plan and hear any issues the Board may have.

· Mr. Fenstermacher expressed concern over the anticipated large increase in water withdrawal by Tel Hai’s onsite wells without a corresponding recharge effort with treated effluent.

· Mr. Wertley expressed concern over Tel Hai connecting to the existing public sewer system, and indicated he believed the effluent should be land applied on site.
· The Board reminded Tel Hai of its agreement to plant all the landscaping trees shielding Park Road now so the trees would be grown in by the time the last phase was built.  Mr. Swartz said the farmer who rents the Tel Hai land would be hindered by a tree line because the farmer plants without regard to the lot line.

· The Board expressed concern about Tel Hai reserving all sewer capacity at one time if it was allowed to connect to the public sewer.  The result would be to put the plant close to its discharge limit, and potentially squeeze out any other user until such time as the existing plant and permit could be upgraded.  Currently the plant and permit upgrade can be planned over a 5 year period before reaching its limit.

· The Board reviewed a letter dated May 19, 2010 from Tel Hai outlining waivers Tel Hai anticipated requesting in the future.  The Board deferred discussion and action until such time as the Planning Commission could make recommendations.  

Ordinance 152; wetlands margins not netted from lot area.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, authorize advertisement of the ordinance.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Any other matter.  Don Johnson announced sealcoat bids would be awarded at the July  meeting.  The Board agreed to open the municipal buildings for Harmony Day this year.
The meeting adjourned at 7:05 pm.
