Departmental Reports.  

Discuss Township Comprehensive Plan with respect to Library’s 5 to 20 year Strategic Plan:
John McHugh advised that the Honey Brook Library Board would like to coordinate their planning with the township’s comprehensive plan update.  Nothing has been done yet, but as the township plan is due for updating in 2013 or 2014, when should this be put on agenda?  

Lew Wertley advised it would actually be due for update in 2016, so work would start 2014.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if it was the county or the state that picks up most of the “tab” for the update.

Toni Antonini advised that yes, grants can be applied for at both state and county levels.

John McHugh noted that the Library would like their plan to be consistent with what they are likely to see in the township’s plan.  He will report back after hearing more.

Roadmaster Don Johnson:  
Toni Antonini gave the report on behalf of Don Johnshon.  It was announced that sealcoating will happen the week of June 18th & 25th.  Pipework and overlay will be happening on Morgantown Road between Talbotville Rd. and White School Rd. 

Announcements.  

Tennis Lessons.  Lew Wertley announced that the Parks & Recreation Committee is offering tennis lessons on Wednesdays starting June 13, 2012, from 9:30 -10:30 a.m. for 1st through 4th graders and 10:30 a.m.-noon for 5th through 8th graders.  One of the proposed members for the Committee is conducting these lessons.  Toni Antonini noted that the lessons started that day and was well attended.  

Western Chester County Council on Government (WCCCOG).  John McHugh announced the purpose of such an organization is to allow municipalities to discuss issues on a regional basis.  To conduct such meetings, a Council on Government is typically formed.  Proposals go to the municipalities to discuss at the meetings (regional police departments, negotiating with cable companies for better rates, e.g.).  The list of potential topics has 60-70 items.  Copies of an Agreement and Ordinance for review have been made available to 19 municipalities, who have until October 1 to enact them.  There is an annual cost of about $500 annual ($250 prorated for 2012). 

Dick Reeder, Tel Hai retirement community, asked if the organization discusses an idea, is township bound by the results of the discussion?

John McHugh advised that, no, nothing is binding.  Any and all decisions are up to the individual municipalities.

Land Preservation monies.  John McHugh noted that there are over $1 million in costs set aside so far for 2012 in Land Preservation, but only $600,000 is being used.  Is there any desire to pay down the $1.5 million loan we have for Land Preservation or are we to keep the money?

Joe Fenstermacher asked if the original loan was based on expected income.

John McHugh stated that we have a payment due each year.  As long as we are able to make payment on the loan, that probably would suffice for the bank.

Toni Antonini advised that the agreement with the bank wouldn’t permit that kind of adjustment.

John McHugh said he knew the bank had stipulated we could not adjust the tax rate, but as far as the earned income level threshold, he knew that sort of thing has been done in other municipalities,

Lew Wertley advised that it could be researched.

Joe Fentermacher asked for clarification:  we don’t know exactly how much revenue is brought in until after tax time?

John McHugh stated that was correct.

Joe Fenstermacher asked, if we change the way the tax is collected, and the economy doesn’t support what we agreed to, then…

Lew Wertley stated that the Land Preservation Committee can look at the idea, but he’s not sure that we can do that.

Bob Witters, of Tel Hai retirement community, asked if the township was still buying land development rights from farmers and if there are still funds for that?

John McHugh answered yes, and yes.  He asked what farms are under consideration at the moment.

Chip Jones, of the Land Preservation Committee advised that there are two tracts to be dicussed at the next Land Pres meeting.

Toni Antonini advised that there is a Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) handout available with regard to Transfer of Development Rights (TDRs).

Zoning Hearing Board now scheduled for 3rd Monday of the month at 7:30 p.m. Lew Wertley announced that to better aid in scheduling, the Zoning Hearing Board (ZHB) will meet the  3rd Monday of the month as needed.  Applications must be in prior to the 3rd Monday of the previous month to be heard on the following month’s 3rd Monday.

Open Forum.  

Lew Wertley announced that Bob Witters, Tel Hai retirement community, sent a letter to the Board with a series of six questions about the Dead Animal Recovery (DAR) project [located on TPN #22-6-55].  They will be read aloud by Lew after which the Board would answer the questions.

Question:  What has township done to make sure the $1 million gift was requested for legitimate reasons and will meet all township ordinances?

Lew Wertley answered that the PennVEST grant has nothing to do with the Township.  The Chester County Conservation District (CCCD) submits the application to PennVEST on behalf of applicant, the Stoltzfus farm.  If awarded, then the distribution of the money is through the CCCD.  They make sure that whatever milestones set out in the grant are met.  He is not sure who does final inspection.  But until then, it is not known if PennVEST will forgive the debt (turning it into a grant) or make it an interest-bearing loan.  

Question:  What are the latest estimates on the cost of completion of the DAR project?  $900,000?  

Lew Wertley stated that the last figure he saw is $1.3 million.  If the project does run over the budgeted amount, then the extra money has to come from somewhere.  One might ask for more than what one needs.   They may not need it, but at least it’s there.  It’s a written-in buffer.

Question:  Has the scope of the project changed since inception?  Is it still 2.5 acres?

Lew Wertley advised we’re not sure, as we’ve not seen anything from them yet.  

Bob Witters said he’d heard the project was originally on 2.6 acres and that the CCCD said there would be no expansion.  Do you believe there will be expansion in the future to make it a large animal landfill?

Lew Wertley stated that he has not read anything restricting the size of the facility with this grant.  

Bob Witters asked if it could expand ten times the size to be a dead animal landfill.

Lew Wertley stated that the PennVEST grant has nothing to do with operation of the business.  The grant is for non-source point discharge containment (rainwater picking up pollutants).  To expand, they’d have to go through the process again.  And it would have to come through the township for land development.

Question:  When will final approval be granted?

Lew Wertley stated he never saw any plans and the Board never approved plans for the site at all.  There is nothing from the Planning Commission yet.

What the Board did was write a letter to be submitted with the PennVEST application that what proposing is consistent with land planning & stormwater management.

Bob Witters stated that there was some confusion as to approving something in a vote.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that there were two tracks.  One applied for the PennVEST grant.  The other one was to address the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance (SALDO).  There was some question as to whether SALDO could be enforced for this project because under state rules which would pre-empt, they may have had it by right if the tract was under an acre.  But the information on their application wasn’t quite true, so I pulled my support for it.  They already told me they’re not going through SALDO. 

John McHugh stated that the proposal from Mr. Novak (the applicant’s attorney) was that they were working on two things in parallel.  They wanted to go ahead and apply to PennVEST to meet the deadline and then go from there with the project approval.

Bob Witters asked if the deadline was met.

Joe Fenstermacher said the Board received a letter from TeamAg saying that it was submitted.

Lew Wertley stated that the application was submitted on time.  PennVEST does not meet until mid-July.  There were some pieces of information PennVEST still needs.  If they get that information by July, then the application is on the table for consideration; otherwise, it will not be discussed again until October.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that CCCD and TeamAg indicated they would have to go through SALDO before PennVEST awarded grant monies.

Lew Wertley stated that the Township has no say as to whether the project is approved for PennVEST or if the business gets approved by a bank.  As far as the Township is concerned, nothing happens until Planning Commission review of a submitted plan.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that it’s a long way from that point.

A resident on Mount Pleasant Road asked if any members of the Board had been out there.  There are maggots, flies, and leachate coming off that stuff.  Right now after heavy rain, he bets there’s stuff going into the creek.  Somebody’s got to do something.

Lew Wertley stated that yes, all Board members had been out there.  The Township has been pushing to get compliance from the operator or else we will get enforcement.

Darren Pitts, 6205 Ross Road, asked if the guy had a permit to do this.

Lew Wertley advised that the operator has license from the Department of Agriculture (Dept. of Ag).  The license is held by Ira Beiler.  We asked to see a written lease, but we have not seen one.  The PennVEST application is always submitted by the person who owns land (Mr. Stoltzfus).  

Mount Pleasant Road resident said he wants to know what the future holds for his water, land, and animals.  He stated his concern that someone’s pockets are being lined out of this.  Is that fair?  It’s got to affect the groundwater.  Now you are going to sign off on it….

The Board stopped the comment from going further.

Lew Wertley stated that what [the resident] has been saying, except for lining of the pockets part, is what he’s been saying all along.  The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and the Dept of Ag are the only ones that can do something about it.  They say the hoop house will mitigate the situation.  I’m not so sure.

The resident then asked if they really were regulating.  The Dept of Ag trumped us on the composting.  The water is regulated by DEP.  He stated he would be happy to show them what’s going on there.

Lew Wertley stated that we’ve been going through this for two years.  

Darren Pitts stated that they’ve been sneaking in on the back roads with tons of dead animals on open trucks.  Are you aware of that?

Lew Wertley stated that any DAR operation is only allowed to have animals delivered on licensed trucks.  If anyone has information like this, please forward it on to the Board.  I have pictures and information on the vehicles, stated the resident.

Woman:  there is gook on the roads and animals lick the stuff off the roads.

Pitts:  Black dodge truck with straps around it on open bed truck with dead cow in it.  There’s going to be something in the water, mad cow disease, property values, we’re going to pay dearly for this.

Doug Eversmeyer asked if the operation ceases & desists, does the PennVEST money get prorated back to them or sent back.  After receiving the grant, would the recipient be able to sell the operation off and pocket the money?

Lew Wertley stated that those were good questions to ask CCCD and PennVEST.

Doug Eversmeyer asked why the Board wrote a letter supporting it.

John McHugh stated that the Board supported the opportunity to apply for a grant to mitigate runoff, but there were things they had not done to the Township’s satisfaction for land development approval. 

Joe Fenstermacher stated that PennVEST gives the  money as a grant after five years without problems or complaints; it’s not a hand-out.  But it is still possible he could sell it down the road.

Doug Eversmeyer then asked if he could have $200,000 to build something on his property.

Lew Wertley stated that all these good questions should be asked of the CCCD and PennVEST. 

Doug Eversmeyer asked if this was going to be another Barkman Super Fund site after all this is done.  Who’s in there taking the temperatures in the mound?  The site is not being cared for now.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that the operator wants to build the building so that they will have control of the runoff.  University laboratories have said, as disgusting as it is, the compost leachate is not as toxic as liquid manure, which we have all over our township.  

Doug Eversmeyer asked which authority had a say over this?

Lew Wertley advised the CCCD does.

Bob Witters asked did not the DEP have control?

Lew Wertley advised that the DEP only cares about leachate.  The CCCD only cares what happens in their area & works to get things corrected.

Bob Witters asked if forms have to be filled out on regular basis for hazardous materials operations, why does this not qualify?

Lew Wertley advised that the Dept of Ag would know.  There is legislation on composting of animals going through Harrisburg but nothing has come out yet.

Doug Eversmeyer asked if there was any type of money in escrow in the event there is contamination on site, as developers do.

Lew Wertley stated that if and when the project comes before the Planning Commission and is required under SALDO, then yes.

Doug Eversmeyer asked if there was a way to put some sort of dollar amount on that?

Mike Reinert stated that the developer will have to secure the improvements, but there is no legal means for a specific escrow for potential contamination.  That will have to be monitored by specific agencies that have enforcement authority.

Bob Witters stated that it’s mind boggling the more he looks into this.  It’s amazing how complicated this has become.  Once approval is given, who will monitor it?  Who is keeping track of discharge?  I know the Township does not have authority, but it bothers me that they don’t.  This needs another vote.

John McHugh stated that this sort of thing has happened for years.  In 1993 a facility in Maryland was vying for a $600,000 facility.  Our DEP says they have not had time to come up with regulations, but this idea goes back some 20 years.  Farmers do this on their own, but it’s not been done on a commercial scale here until now.  There is a Penn State expert that has said that, done right, it is beneficial for farmers & community.  There is a conference in Michigan this month to talk about animal composting.  There is information all over the place, just not in our laps.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that he wrote a pretty comprehensive report on this topic.

Bob Witters asked if it could be posted on the website.

Toni Antonini stated it had been posted under the Announcement icon.

Lew Wertley stated that he never got a digital copy.  

John McHugh stated that those announcement items get moved after a while.

Pitts:  they used road through his property (it since been closed).  That took a lot of nerve.  I have pictures of all that.  He built a road back there, onto Emmanuel’s property from Broad Street.  They put it as if for the milk trucks, and we closed it off.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that he was disappointed when he found out about some of these kinds of things for this operation, which is why he pulled his support for it.

Bob Witters asked if the Board would consider putting the DAR on the agenda every month.

John McHugh suggested having a town hall meeting to discuss this topic further.  It is taking a lot of time, and we’re discussing the same thing over & over again.  People can express further their opinions at that time.  

Bob Witters stated he was sure Township residents would like to hear about this who weren’t here tonight.

Bob Klinger, Assistant Fire Chief for the Honey Brook Fire Company, handed in the report for May.  He highlighted the following:  there were 25 calls, with personnel in service to the Township for 28 hours 13 minutes.  16 of the calls were in Honey Brook Township.  A $5,000 fire loss was sustained in the Township.  1,000 man hours of training and 140 hours of structure training were completed.  6 members of the Company just graduated from fire school.  The Carnival will take place the weekend after next (June 23).  He also noted that the Company’s duty officer vehicle, just placed into service, was on site for members of the public to see.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if the fire ban was still in effect.

Bob Klinger advised that, no, the ban has been lifted.

Business.
Appoint/not appoint Lee Heller to Park and Recreation Committee (Park and Rec) Board.
Appoint/not appoint Theresa Mauchline to Park and Rec Board.

Appoint/not appoint Beth McHugh to Park and Rec Board.

Lew asked to have these three items considered together.  Joe Fenstermacher made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to appoint Lee Heller, Theresa Mauchline, and Beth McHugh to the Park and Rec Board.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Lew Wertley asked Doug Eversmeyer if he would like to submit his name for consideration too.  He agreed.  The vote will be addressed at the next meeting.  

Approve/not approve September Farm Final Minor Land Development plan, TPN #22-3-11.1B.
Mike Reinert, Township Engineer, referenced the list of updated comments from Technicon regarding the Planning Commission’s recommendation for waivers on this project.  

Vic Kelly, representing the applicant, presented the land development plan.   He noted the property is 3.7 acres, located north of Rte. 322.  The property owner has a cheese farm & café and wants to bring them out to Rte. 322.  They have been working with the Planning Commission since February, proposing their plan for an 8,700 square foot building.  They are also going through PennDOT’s approval process, and the plans have been submitted to the Chester County Conservation District (CCCD).  They have also been before the Planning Commission with a number of waivers as Mike Reinert indicated.  Vic Kelly advised he was here this evening to answer any questions and request final subdivision plan approval.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that he has a problem with the applicant using well water which is going into the public sewer.

Vic Kelly advised that is the only option available, as there isn’t public water on site.

Lew Wertley stated that we have to remember that the water wells on Reservoir Road are  pulling water out of same spot and putting it back into ground.

Joe Fenstermacher then asked if the applicant was committing to hooking up to public water if it becomes available there.

Vic Kelly answered yes.

Lew Wertley asked what the net effect would be.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that if one drills water out of ground and puts it back into the sewer system, typically they use only 5% and the rest goes into liquefying solids.

Lew Wertley stated that there is no guarantee that the water comes from the same aquifer as what the neighbors are tapped into.

Joe Fenstermacher stated that he’d like to see water that’s rainwater but not water from the aquifer.  If that’s not feasible, then he would prefer the applicant use both water and sewer instead of just one.

Mike Reinert pointed out that the applicant is required to tie into the sewer under the Act 537 plan.  

Richard Hoover, the builder for the applicant, said he feels like they’re being backed into a corner.

Mike Reinert advised that there is not an existing public water line along the frontage of the property, which is why well water is permitted in this instance.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if the applicant would have to bear brunt of whole costs to extend the line at this time?

Mike Reinert advised yes.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if it is not as cost effective to run a public line as it is to drill a well.

Richard Hoover stated that he proposed the building plan based on what he was told.  The Water Authority had said they couldn’t do anything at this time.

Vic Kelly stated that the Authority still plans on running a line there at a future date but no plans have been submitted.  So that’s why the applicant had to plan the separate route.

John McHugh asked what the financial impact would be for the applicant if there were a  condition to tie into water at future date?

Richard Hoover stated he did not see it to be a huge impact.

Vic Kelly guessed it would probably be $6,000-$8,000.

Mike Reinert emphasized that hook-up to public water is only required if the line runs along the property’s frontage.  They have never in the past forced someone to hook up by extending the line.  Mike Shuler had the same understanding.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if public water were later made available, would the applicant be required to hook up?

Mike Reinert advised only if the Township requires it as a condition of approval.

Bob Witters, Tel Hai retirement community, asked what exactly is this building was intended to be.

Vic Kelly advised that the applicant will be making cheese and will have a café with a way to view how they make the cheese.  This location is better exposure and an expanded version of what they have now.

Joe Fenstermacher asked how much water the applicant uses.

Vic Kelly advised 600 gallons/day.   Much of it is recycled in the cheese making process.

Mike Reinert advised that there are stormwater controls in the plan and that the stormwater is recharged back into the water table.  As a function of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit, there is recharge of rainwater.  

Vic Kelly noted in talking about the aquifer, the applicant has to create a pre-development condition, so the bar is set low on what water is allowed to run off site.

Joe Fenstermacher asked what the recharge rate was.  Also, the volume.

Vic Kelly advised the plan allowed for 3,000-5,000 gallons per minute on a two-year storm event.  If there is a one-inch rainfall, a large majority of it would be recharged.  

Lew Wertley noted a lot to north & west and asked what the width of that adjacent property was.  

Mike Reinert noted that it’s a compliant, preexisting lot, which did conform in its subdivision plan.

Joe Fenstermacher made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to approve the plan with the caveat that if public water became available, they have to hook up to it.  In favor—JF, JM.  Opposed—Lew Wertley.  Motion carries.

Joe Fenstermacher made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to approve the waivers in the Technicon letter dated June 1, 2012.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Approve/not approve Levi Kauffman Final Minor Subdivision, TPN #22-7-66.
Mike Reinert noted that this plan went through Zoning Hearing Board approval.  He referenced a review letter dated June 4 outlining the conditions of the ZHB’s approval.  The May 31st Planning Commission meeting asked for three separate waivers and a non-building recommendation, and it recommended final approval.

Larry Leisey, consultant for the applicant, displayed the plan being reviewed.  He stated that they are in agreement with all the recommendations in the June 4 letter.  He met with the Planning Commission in May and discussed five separate sections which require waivers having to do with the nature of the plan.  Originally, the property was a 42-acre parcel with original farmhouse with addition and a separate house on lot 2 that son lives in.  The barn to the west of the house was built before the house was built on lot 2.  The son would like to own the buildings that he lives in and uses (specifically, the barn).  Act 319 is what has caused the unusual requirement to have two parcels.  They are only concerned with the section of the property containing the farm; the remaining 39 acres is simply shown on the plan since nothing else done will be done in that part of the property.  No markers are to be set between Lot 2 and Parcel A because those two lots are combined.  The last waiver had to do with riparian plantings.  No other section of the farm has that requirement, so the applicant is not planning on planting any trees.

Basically, this plan is putting in a line to create a new lot.  Larry Leisey then requested that the Board grant the stated waivers and approve the final plan.

Lew Wertley asked if this was a subdivision creating a 1.6 acre lot.  

Larry Leisey answered yes, it was.

Lew Wertley asked if the applicant was then going to have another two acres subdivided next year.

Larry Leisey advised that, no, next year the applicant plans to subdivide another 1.007 acres, totaling 2.067 acres over two years.

Lew Wertley asked if some of this had to go through Act 319.

Larry Leisey advised that Act 319 only allows subdividing two acres off per year, for a  maximum of 10% of acreage.  If the 10% is subdivided all at once, the applicant has to pay the entire rollback.  This way, the amount is prorated.  

The Act 319 people have not seen the plan yet.  We’ve done this type of thing previously to accomplish this.  It will go to the Act 319 people when the parcel is conveyed.  They’ll send out the portion of the back taxes that have to be paid.  

Lew asked for confirmation that they’re aware of this plan?

Larry Leisey advised yes.  As soon as this plan gets recorded, it goes to the mapping department of the tax assessor.  That will generate the actual correspondence.

Mike Reinert, Township Engineer, advised that this is the usual process.

Larry Leisey confirmed that he had made verbal contact to make sure that nothing has changed with the process.  

Joe Fenstermacher noted that a sewage module not required, but an inspection of the on-lot septic is required.  He asked how is that necessary?

Larry Leisey stated that there are three separate septic fields.  He then pointed out one for the farm house, the one for the addition to the farm house, and another which was original septic system.  He noted that there already is an easement provided for the delivery line.  

Mike Reinert advised that the sewer runs through the new lot created, but since an easement already exists, that is permitted.

Larry Leisey confirmed that because there is no new sewer proposed, that negates the need for a sewage planning module.

John McHugh made a motion, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to accept all waiver recommendations in the June 4 letter.  All in favor.  Motion carries. 
Joe Fenstermacher then made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to approve the Kauffman Final Minor Subdivision Plan.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Approve/not approve Sheldon Final Minor subdivision, TPN #22-11-45.1.
Township Engineer Mike Reinert referenced a review letter that should have been received today dated June 13.  The letter dated June 1 related to the Planning Commission’s recommendation relating to waivers as well as a recommendation for final plan approval.  To clarify, the Planning Commission reviewed the plan being voted on tonight.   A revision removed all the improvements on the plan, consistent with the idea of what the Planning Commission intended.  But then additional waivers would have been required.  So, the plan is back to what the applicant had originally submitted.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if there were any outstanding waivers not approved.

Mike Reinert advised that, no; all waivers recommended by Planning Commission are there.

John McHugh asked if this had come up for vote before.

Engineer for the applicant, Vic Kelly, advised that it was a 4-lot subidivision before.  A cul-de-sac was going to be built but the applicant changed the situation and dropped the public improvements and two of the lots, so now there is just the lot he lives on and one other lot.

Joe Fenstermacher made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to accept the three recommended waivers for the Sheldon Minor Subdivision.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Joe Fenstermacher made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to accept the Sheldon Minor Subdivision, contingent upon compliance with Technicon’s letters.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Adopt/not Adopt Resolution 08-2012 Emergency Operations Plan.

Toni Antonini advised that this resolution comes up every three years for approval.  Everything is the same as the previous version.  It is a resolution that needs to be put in place again.

John McHugh asked if the resolution is posted on township website.
Toni Antonini advised that usually only ordinances are posted on the Township website.

Lew Wertley asked if there were any changes to the previous version.
Toni Antonini advised that the only change is that Lew Wertley is named Emergency Coordinator.

Joe Fenstermacher made a motion, seconded by John McHugh, to adopt Resolution 08-2012.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Oppose/take no position/Support Ricci Variance Application, TPN #22-4-52.

Township Engineer Mike Reinert provided the Board with a memo outlining what the request that’s being made.  In a nutshell, the property owner would like to build a garage in the front yard setback.  Due to the configuration of the lot and because of where the house is, no matter where the owner places the garage with respect to the driveway, it would be in the setback area.  This creates a hardship.  It is a corner lot with essentially two front yards.

Mike Reinert noted that the Planning Commission took a position of no position on this matter.  They did not see any benefit or harm in doing this.

Joe Fenstermacher asked if there were any complaints or comments by the neighbors.

Mike advised that there were no complaints or comments he was aware of.  

John McHugh made a motion to take no position; seconded by Lew Wertley.  In favor—McHugh, Wertley.  Opposed—Fenstermacher.
