Departmental Reports.  Don Johnson announced that the road crew would be performing sealcoating would be continuing with milling, filling and paving on Suplee Road.  
Announcements.

A Motorcycle Ride will proceed through the Township on August 20th at approximately 10am (sponsored by Sikorsky Global Helicopters) as part of the 4th Annual Community giving Motorcycle Ride, Bike and Car Show

Open Forum.  

Honey Brook Community Partnership discussion on Township Welcome sign. Lew Wertley stated that the Community Partnership was proposing the idea of paying for the design, construction, and installation of a “Welcome” sign for the Township at each end of the Township along Route 322.  John McHugh stated that the Community Partnership believed it would be a nice idea to post the sign to provide a better identification for the Township than the current small metal signs.  The Community Partnership asked if the Board had interest in the signs being placed.  Don Johnson stated that he was okay with the idea, and Joe Fenstermacher stated that it was a great idea.  Heath Eddy noted that the intersection of Chestnut Tree Road may be redesigned/reconstructed with a development pending in West Nantmeal Township so the Community Partnership should account for that.

Business

Approve/disapprove Elverson EMS jurisdiction.  Lew Wertley stated that this was to approve the shift in jurisdiction for the EMS along the north side of the Township that actually is closer to the Elverson EMS, so that the service (call response timing) would be improved.  Fire service in the area already goes to the Twin Valley Fire Company so this would unify the jurisdiction to the same source.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to approve the change in EMS jurisdiction from Honey Brook to Elverson.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Honey Brook Community Library presentation.  Patti Cloetingh of the Honey Brook Community Library Board gave a presentation to the Board and the public present on the services provided at the library, the sources of revenue at present, the limitations due to expenses, and gave the Board compliments on the provision of financial assistance to the library particularly to help reduce the mortgage for the current facility. Dick Reeder asked if there were any programs to help the Amish with computer access and Ms. Cloetingh stated that there was a computer training course offered but it was for anyone.
Approve/disapprove a modification to financial security posting for Jonas Fisher/Joann Guiseppe Minor Subdivision.  Heath Eddy stated that this was a request to defer the financial security ($24,750) for the subdivision approved in June.  The Township requires such posting with the recording of the final plan, but since there are no public improvements the Board could consider a delay in the posting until a permit is filed for development of the property, as was done with a similar project in 2010.  The applicant also requested a phased posting of the security based on the type of permit but staff indicated that this would be too complicated to manage for a single lot.  Joe Fenstermacher asked about the circumstances of the modification approved the previous year, and Mr. Eddy stated that that project included 2 lots, not 1, so the financial security was based on the improvements required for each lot.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve a modification to the financial security submission to allow the owner to post the financial security at the time of permit issue, whichever permit comes first.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Approve/disapprove waiver of land development for Martin Limestone.  Heath Eddy stated that the applicants are proposing the construction of a 12’ x 12’ shed for storage and housing of pump #3 on the site on Quarry Road, but that under the definition of “land development” would need full approval of a land development plan unless the Board granted a waiver.  Joe Fenstermacher asked if the Board had given similar approvals under similar terms, and Mr. Eddy stated that the Board has consistently granted waivers for circumstances such as this. Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the waiver of land development for the construction of the shed.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Approve/disapprove waiver of remaining financial security requirements for Sweetwater Properties.  Lyn Kemper requested the waiver in a letter submitted to the Board.  He reviewed the various required “holds” from the Township Engineer and suggested that all of the improvements were resolvable and requested that the Board approve a waiver of the remaining financial security for the property.  
Heath Eddy stated that the security as currently listed (around $55,000) was held for specific purposes, including the remaining landscaping, the conversion of the stormwater facility, final stabilization of the site, and the handicapped parking/loading area issues.  The landscaping issue will go to the Planning Commission on August 25th for a recommendation, and the rest could be resolved if the site contractor works with the Township Engineer to clear up the remaining items.  The other issue is that the land development plan incorporated two buildings, of which one is remaining to be built, and won’t be built soon.  The financial security as posted was for the entire land development, which includes the landscaping and loading area for the second building, an office/retail building.  Since that won’t be built soon, Mr. Kemper would be advised to consider revising the final plan to put a phase line on it that would separate the office building/loading area from the rest of the site for the diner.  Then the financial security for the property could be reduced for the items that aren’t a part of the diner phase.  Finally, the single largest item on the financial security is the contingency, which is 10% of the original security and is not reduced until the development is completed, by ordinance.  Mr. Kemper could have the financial security reissued for the amount it has been reduced to, and this would reduce the contingency much farther and the total security by almost $11,000.  
The Board decided by consensus to table this request until next month after the Planning Commission had an opportunity to review the requested landscaping changes and to consider the opportunity to phase the approval of the development, as well as the Township Engineer working with Mr. Kemper to resolve site improvements as inspected.
Authorize advertising for Ordinance #160-2011 (Impervious coverage in C-Commercial District, driveway standards in the Zoning Ordinance).  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to authorize the advertising of Ordinance #160-2011 for a public hearing.  All in favor. Motion carries.
Discussion on Rural Occupations and requirements.  Joe Fenstermacher stated that he requested this item to ask what the reasons were for trying to do inspections, noting that the Township hasn’t conducted inspections of rural occupations in years.  Don Johnson stated that this came as a result of a complaint from Deb Dovin about a rural occupation on Park Road and truck traffic through the Cambridge Road/Park Road intersection.  Mr. Fenstermacher requested that rather than annual inspections the Board should consider bi-annual inspections.  Lew Wertley and Mr. Johnson agreed that bi-annual inspections would be appropriate, starting this year.  
Discussion of large animal composting business.  Joe Fenstermacher stated that he was interested in gaining information about the Dead Animal Recovery site on Mt. Pleasant Road so that he could determine what the appropriate course of action, if any, should be taken by the Township.  He noted that the operator has been cited for violations by both the state Department of Agriculture (PDA) and the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), and that those violations are currently in the review and correction phase with both enforcement sections. Mr. Fenstermacher compiled a report of information, including interviews with the operator, the Department of Agriculture local representative, and neighbors to determine perceptions and issues with the site operation.  He hoped the report could be posted on the Township website.  
Dave Rodgers questions why this was even being discussed by the Township, that it was an operation governed by PDA/DEP, and suggested that the Township should stay out of the regulation process.  Lew Wertley stated that the site currently violates local, state, and federal regulations.  Don Johnson stated that he has a problem with violations related to water quality regulations. 

John McHugh asked why this was on the agenda, noting that the property is the subject of a land preservation application currently being processed by the County.  Joe Fenstermacher stated that he requested it be placed on the agenda, and that his report identifies the various who, what, and why related to the DAR site.  He suggested that further discussion should be tabled until the report can be further circulated and read.  Mr. Fenstermacher described the scientific basis for the operation, the concern of the DEP for impacts to ground and surface waters, and the size of the operation.  The concerns of the DEP are very real and should be addressed to the satisfaction of the enforcement branch by the operators.
