









October 12, 2011
The regular meeting of the Honey Brook Township Board of Supervisors was called to order at 5:32 p.m.  Supervisors Lew Wertley and Don Johnson were present, as was Township Administrator Antoinette Antonini and Director of Planning and Zoning Heath Eddy.
Consent agenda.  Minutes of September 14th; bills/receipts; treasurer’s report; Don Johnson stated that although he has a conflict with a couple of the items on the bills/receipts list he will move to approve given that there are only two Supervisors present.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve the consent agenda.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Departmental Reports.    
Don Johnson stated that Suplee Road paving work was essential done, and that the fund provided to the Township by PennDOT for the work still carried a reserve balance, which would go to the Township’s 2013 liquid fuels fund.  He said the reason for the lower cost was that the Township road crew did most of the work on the repairs and repaving.  He also stated that the Administration Building parking lot area paving was completed, and the only thing left was the placement of the landscape blocks at the horse hitching area.  Mr. Johnson also stated that the line painting work was 75% completed.

Heath Eddy stated that the EPA had approved the PADEP’s permit package for the second phase of the NPDES municipal permit requirement for total maximum daily loads (TMDLs) which means the Township will need to prepare an implementation plan to address the degraded streams in the Township over the next several years.  This will be a project that will continue through 2012 and into 2013, with the implementation beyond that point.

Announcements.  

October 17th – Act 167 Phase II Countywide Stormwater Plan WPAC meeting – Township Engineer will attend on behalf of the Township.

November 8th – Township Offices closed to foot traffic for Election Day


November 8th is also World Town Planning Day.

Open Forum.  

Dick Reeder commented that the road crew did a great job with the work on Suplee Road, and that the PennDOT got a bargain for the effort.
Business

Adopt a position on Benuel Riehl variance application.  Heath Eddy stated that the application involved the replacement of an old mobile home on the property with a site-built house.  The lot is only about 100 feet deep, but the combined setback requirement (front and rear) in the district is 110 feet.  The Planning Commission recommended that the Board “take no position” on the application.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to “take no position” on the variance application.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Approve/disapprove waivers/modifications to Chapter 20 stormwater requirements for Honey Brook Lions Club.  Heath Eddy stated that the Lions Club was looking to get waivers to fees and requirements for the construction of a pavilion on their property.  Per the Board’s request in September, the Planning Commission reviewed the request and noted the recommendations of the Township Engineer in an September 19, 2011 memo.  In the memo the Township Engineer suggested a path that would reclassify the proposed pavilion as a Category II activity under Chapter 20, which would reduce the amount of engineering required, and further indicated that the Lions Club could comply with the Chapter 20 requirement with an infiltration trench constructed per the standards referenced by Chapter 20.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve a modification to reclassify the proposed pavilion as a Category II activity under Chapter 20, and require the installation of an infiltration trench as provided in the 9/19/2011 memorandum of the Township Engineer.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Heath Eddy further stated that the Planning Commission suggested the Township should waive the required $750 escrow for the review and inspection as required in the Fee Schedule.  Heath Eddy stated that it was not recommended to waiver any additional fees since the building permit already has required some cost for the review and will require more for required inspections, as well as the inspection of the infiltration trench, unless the Board wanted to subsidize these costs.   Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve a waiver of the escrow for review as defined in Part H of the Township Fee Schedule (Resolution #2-2011) with the stipulation that the Lions Club would be required to pay for the stormwater inspection.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Approve/disapprove modification to Chapter 22 stormwater requirements for Naaman Stoltzfus.  Heath Eddy stated that Mr. Stoltzfus owns a lot in the Honey Valley Estates II subdivision on Hill Road and wants to build a house on it for his in-laws, but the existing stormwater basin on the site is too small for the impervious coverage proposed.  Normally the applicant would need to submit revised stormwater calculations and a design plan showing how to accommodate the additional stormwater, but Mr. Stoltzfus needs to get started with construction due to health issues with his in-laws.  Mr. Stoltzfus has agreed to provide for revised calculations and design, and the Township Engineer agrees that the modifications wouldn’t be installed until next spring anyway, so forcing a wait for the design changes isn’t necessary.  The Township Engineer recommends that the Board give Mr. Stoltzfus a deadline for submission of the revised calculations and design, that a review and inspections escrow be provided consistent with Part H of the Fee Schedule, and that the Board provide for a deadline of June 1 to have the design modifications installed, subject to approval by the Township Engineer.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve a modification to the requirement for stormwater plan modification for Lot #6 of Honey Valley Estates Phase II so that the owner of the lot can begin construction of a single-family detached dwelling, subject to the following conditions:

1. that the revised stormwater calculations and design are submitted for review to the Township Engineer by December 12, 2011;

2. that a review and inspections escrow of $1,250 be submitted with the stormwater calculations and design; and

3. that all stormwater design modifications proposed for the site are installed by June 1, 2012, subject to approval of the Township Engineer.

All in favor.  Motion carries.
Match/not match county funding for agricultural easements on 22-3-33/37 and 22-3-35.2/33.1.  Lew Wertley stated that these two farms are located north of the Borough along Twin County Road, and that they are within one of the priority areas for agricultural preservation.  In addition, they are also adjacent to a farm that was just preserved, and that both farmers have agreed to accept their Township portion of the payment over 5 years.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to commit to matching County funds at 50% for 22-3-33/37 and 22-3-35.2/33.1 using the recommended 5-year payout schedule.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Appoint/not appoint John R. Stoltzfus to the unexpired 5-year term on the Land Preservation Committee.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to appoint John R. Stoltzfus to the remaining unexpired 5-year term on the Land Preservation Committee.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Appoint/not appoint Michael France to the alternate term on the Land Preservation Committee.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to appoint Michael France as the designated alternate on the Land Preservation Committee.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Discussion of security and maintenance of tot lot equipment at Umble Park.  Noting the memo provided to the Board detailing the options that were discussed by the Planning Commission, Don Johnson stated that there was supposed to be a soccer field located near Suplee Road; that relocation of the tot lot equipment would be expensive because it is anchored in concrete; that the tot lot area used to be fenced, but that vandals will find a way to get in.  Mr. Johnson stated that the cheapest alternative to provide security is to get security cameras installed.  Lew Wertley requested that Toni Antonini contact the Township’s security firm to look at the tot lot area and work up a security camera proposal.    
Discussion of request by property owner to donate TPN #22-11-57.8 to the Township.  Heath Eddy stated that the Township was contacted about accepting a donation of a 0.16 acre parcel on Hill Road (is part of Honey Valley Estates Phase II).  The parcel was original supposed to be conveyed to an adjacent owner but was never completed.  Lew Wertley stated that he didn’t want to take the property if there were transfer costs associated with it.  Don Johnson stated that the adjacent property owner should maybe be contacted about accepting the parcel.  Lew Wertley stated that perhaps there would be no costs for transfer if this is a straight-up donation of land, in which case he felt that accepting the property would be a good idea.  

Presentation by Tim Carrigan of Carrigan GEO Services, Inc.  Tim Carrigan demonstrated his firm’s program that integrates GIS and County parcel data with permit generation and other information, including enforcement processes, and can act to communicate directly with inspectors and automate the system.  Mr. Carrigan stated that the system can accommodate as many accounts for access as is needed by the Township.  Mr. Carrigan stated that the estimated cost to set up the system is $4,000-$5,000 which is a one-time set-up fee, with a yearly fee of $500-$600.  Lew Wertley and Don Johnson both indicated that this type of system would be of benefit to the Township.  Lew Wertley stated that he and Heath Eddy would work on developing a list of requirements for the development and set-up of the system.
Final Open Forum  
Tori Lingg stated that there was a lot of stormwater around lately, and that some places need to rethink how they manage it.  She stated that this isn’t necessarily a problem in Honey Brook Township.  Lew Wertley noted that the Township seemed to do pretty well considering the volume of water.
