The regular meeting of the Honey Brook Township Board of Supervisors was called to order at 5:34 p.m.  Supervisors Lew Wertley, Don Johnson and Joe Fenstermacher were present.  
Consent agenda.  Minutes of September 8th; bills/receipts; treasurer’s report; Lew Wertley added a clarification to the minutes that the salary adjustment for the Director of Planning Zoning would be reviewed for possible adjustment in the next budget year, with no objection from Mr. Fenstermacher or Mr. Johnson.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Lew Wertley, to approve the consent agenda.  In favor—Wertley, Fenstermacher.  Abstain—Johnson (conflict).  Motion carries.

Departmental Reports.  Don Johnson stated that line painting would begin the following week if the weather was good.  He also stated that the public sewer connection to the Township buildings would be made with a pressure test next Monday, then the equipment would be installed in the pump station onsite.
Heath Eddy stated that he would be getting information for a required airport overlay district for the Morgantown Airport later in October, which would then be turned into an ordinance for adoption by the Board.  This overlay district is required under state law.
Announcements.  

Election Day is Tuesday, November 2nd (Township meeting room is a polling location).  Lew Wertley stated that the Township office will be closed to walk-up business, but staff will be available by phone.

Township Offices are closed November 11th (Veterans Day).

Cambridge Road Bridge Project - 
Open Forum.  Joann Guiseppe asked why the area around the pond in front of Tel Hai was not mowed.  Bob Witters noted that the pond was not owned by Tel Hai but by the Tel Hai Camp.  Lew Wertley stated that the Camp could be contacted to find out why this was not being mowed at the present time.
Business

Adopt/not adopt Resolution #12-2010 – Taxing Authority Tax Collector Designation.  Lew Wertley stated that this was required under Act 32 and that the Township was implementing the recommendation of the County Tax Collection Committee.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher to adopt Resolution #12-2010.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Authorize/not authorize Advertising of Ordinance #154-2010 (Act 32 Requirements).  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Joe Fenstermacher, to authorize the advertising of Ordinance #154, in order to implement the recommendations of the County Tax Collection Committee to change the Earned Income Tax Collector to Keystone Collections.  All in favor. Motion carries.
Bob Witters asked why the shift of EIT only to Keystone, and not the other taxes.  Lew Wertley stated that this was the limit of Act 32, but that this appeared to be the first of several steps toward consolidating tax collection authorities.

Approve/not approve Appointment for “CMV Emergency” Declaration.  Motion by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Lew Wertley, to designate Don Johnson as the Township “CMV Emergency Contact” for the designation of local emergencies.  All in favor.  Motion carries.  
Approve/not approve Aqua PA Minor Land Development.  There were two motions. The first was made by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve waivers to Sections 22-627.4.A, 627.4.B, 627.4.C, 408.3.A, and 408.3.B.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

The second motion was made by Joe Fenstermacher, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the minor land development plan for Aqua Pennsylvania, Inc. as shown on plans prepared by Gannett Fleming, dated 8/11/2010, and subject to the condition that the applicants shall comply with all outstanding conditions as provided in the Township Engineer’s review memorandum dated 9/29/2010.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Westbrook Drive Dedication Discussion.  Lew Wertley stated that the original subdivision was approved in the late 1990s and that the time had come for the roadway to be dedicated.  The infrastructure is complete, but the development is only about halfway built out.  The SALDO gives the Board the discretion to accept streets for dedication before the development is 75% built out.  The Board should condition the acceptance on the requirement of an escrow from each new builder in the development for maintenance of the roadway.  Don Johnson stated that his concern was maintenance and suggested that the developer of the subdivision should provide the maintenance bond until the development was 75% built-out, which is the standard for acceptance.  Joe Fenstermacher agreed with Mr. Johnson and would like to get John Good’s input on this.  
Lew Wertley asked Lewis Frame, the developer of the subdivision, for his input.  Mr. Frame stated that he wants to dedicate the street and suggested that he doesn’t know if the subdivision will ever be fully built out.  Rather than posting the maintenance bond himself, he suggested that any new developer should be required to post for protection of the roadway against damage during construction.  

Lew Wertley asked if any Board members objected to this alternative, assuming it was legally permissible.  Joe Fenstermacher stated that he could agree in principle but that the Township Solicitor would need to confirm that such an arrangement was legal to impose on future lot developers.  These legal issues will be addressed prior to the Board taking action on the dedication request.

Any Other Matter.  Lew Wertley noted the following items:
1. Friends of the Honey Brook Community Library Holiday Tour will be held on Sunday, December 4th from 10am to 3pm, and will include tours of local historic homes, churches, and businesses.  The cost of tickets is $15 each in advance, or $20 on the day of the event, with a maximum of 150 tickets available.  

2. The Honey Brook Historical Society is seeking calendar donations for the fifth year of this fundraiser.  

3. Lew Wertley stated that the County Commissioners have been slow to release land preservation funds for the current budget year, and he sent a letter to the Commissioners requesting that they open up the budgeted funds so that preservation actions could be completed.  

4. Also, the Township was looking for a volunteer to fill the open position on the Board of Auditors.  Lew Wertley stated that the Board of Auditors meets once each year to approve the Official Audit of the Township.  Anyone interested should contact the Township office.
