The meeting of the Honey Brook Township Land Preservation Committee was called to order at 8:20 am.  John McHugh, Henry Stoltzfus, and Max Dobles were present along with Township Supervisor Lew Wertley.

Motion by Henry Stoltzfus, seconded by Max Dobles, to approve November’s minutes.  All in favor.  Motion passes.

Committee members expressed an interest in attending seminars relevant to land preservation and  in hearing credit options presented by a  financial representative.

Motion by Max Dobles, seconded by Henry Stoltzfus, to continue to meet at 6:30 on the third Tuesday of each odd-numbered month.

Agreement to postpone a decision on the formation of a Task Force that would review the committee’s land preservation efforts along with a review of the current land preservation  plan in order to insure that the committee’s efforts are consistent with the objectives of the township’s master plan.   Elections of chairman, vice-chairman, and secretary were also postponed.
