Stoltzfus, Dave Rotelle, and Max Dobles were present along with Township Manager Mike Brown and Township Supervisor Joe Fenstermacher. John Goodall from the Brandywine Conservancy and a resident from Knob Hill also attended. 

Motion by Dave Rotelle, seconded by John McHugh, to approve the minutes of  April 23, 2010.  All in favor.  Motion passes.

Update by John Goodall on new applications, land preservation in the Brandywine watershed, and evolving preservation in our township.

Review of finances by Mike Brown to include the advantages of land owners taking installment payments. 

Discussion about the intricacies of borrowing funds for land preservation.  While no specifics were reached,  there was unanimous agreement to use only Land Preservation Funds.  Joe Fenstermacher expressed agreement with this concept.
Motion by John McHugh, seconded by Ben E. Stoltzfus, to recommend that the Board of Supervisors take out a loan to meet land preservation needs.  All in favor.  Motion passes.
