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The Honey Brook Township and Borough Planning Commissions have been hard at work on 
the update to the Comprehensive Plan.  The Townshipôs last comprehensive plan was complet-
ed in 2006. 
 
The purpose of the Comprehensive Plan is to develop a vision for the future needs and desires 
of the Township for the next 20 years, with the goal of updating it every 10 years. 
 
The Honey Brook Township Board of Supervisors passed Resolution 4-2015 on July 8, 2015, 
and the Honey Brook Borough Council passed Resolution 2015-7 on July 7, 2015; both adopting 
the Plan. 
 
Nine planning goals were developed to help guide the development of the Township and Bor-
ough: 
 
1) Promote the combined municipalities as an agricultural and economic center of northern 

Chester County which retains our Townshipôs agricultural industry and advances the 
Boroughôs community and economic revitalization. 

2) Maintain the Townshipôs rural character, with partiullar emphasis on agriculture as a 
viable way of life, and protect the Boroughôs small-town appeal, neighborhood character, 
and walkable scale as important assets. 

3) Maintain a healthy mix of residential housing ownership and rental choices within the 
combined municipalities that can help address both local and regional housing needs. 

4) Protect and enhance the natural and scenic resources of our municipalities, including our 
prime farmland soils that are recognized as locally, regionally, and nationally important to 
agriculture.  

5) Protect the historic resources of the municipalities from loss and neglect, and promote the 
Borough as an historic destination. 

6) Manage traffic circulation in our municipalities consistent with the principles of an agri-
cultural and economic center, with special emphasis on safety for non-motorized vehicle 
and pedestrian travel and availability of greater travel -mode options for local commuters.  
Seek to minimize negative impacts of regional through-traffic, in particular, truck traffic 
on the heart of the Borough. 

7) Maintain the parks within the municipalities as places for families to enjoy the outdoors 
together and to help people live healthier lives; and promote coordination between the 
two municipalities, school district, and others to enhance local, regional, and Brandywine 
Creek Greenway recreational opportunities. 

8) Ensure that community facilities, including schools, water and sewer services, the library, 
police and emergency services, sidewalks, and trails are adequately planned, efficiently 
provided, and sustainably maintained,  consistent with the other goals of the Plan. 

9) Promote energy conservation, renewable energy generation, and sustainable development 
in the municipalities through sound planning practices and design, the use of green tech-
nologies in construction, and citizen education.

¶ Pick-up Basketball games were organized on three different weekends for a total of six ses-

sions at $5 per session. 

¶ The free baseball/softball clinic was attended by 37 children for three nights in late July.  

¶ The elementary-age half-day camp program was enormously popular and ran at capacity in its 

final four weeks (five were offered).  31 different children attended, averaging 3 weeksô attend-

ance.  Fee was $25 per week per child.

The Struble Trail and the Chester Valley Trail are two major trails under study in the Bran-
dywine Creek Greenway (BCG). 
 
The Struble Trail is a paved, multi-use trail that currently begins in Downingtown and extends 
north for 2.6 miles to a trailhead on Dorlans Mill Road in Uwchlan Township. Chester County is 
studying the feasibility of extending the trail 16 miles north, along an abandoned rail bed, to 
Honey Brook Borough. Public meetings were held in October for the unveiling of draft recom-
mendations. The public comment period on the draft lasts until November 25th, and the feasibil-
ity study will be completed by the end of 2015. The study will recommend next steps for Chester 
County to consider towards a phased implementation of the Struble Trail extension. Visit http://
www.brandywine.org/conservancy/resources/struble -trail  to review the study.  A copy is also 
available for review at Honey Brook Boroughôs and Honey Brook, West Nantmeal, East Bran-
dywine, and Upper Uwchlan Townshipôs offices. 

 

Completion of segments of the Struble 

Trail and the Chester Valley Trail could 

take up to 10 years ï and some seg-

ments along the Struble Trail extension 

may not be feasible. If completed in 

their entirety, they would provide 

Greenway municipalities with over 22 

miles of bicycle and walking trails be-

tween Honey Brook Borough and Ex-

ton. 

23.5% of the BCG study area contains 

permanently protected open space 

including lands eased/owned by land 

trusts, county agricultural easements, 

public lands, and deed restricted open space.  In Honey Brook Township, the amount of perma-

nently protected space (including 3,101.89 acres of preserved land and 756.08 acres of publicly-

owned lands) totals 3,857.97 acres, or 23.9% of the total land in the Township.

ROADS DEPARTMENT 

UPDATE 

A 24-acre farm was preserved in August 2015 and a 49-acre farm was preserved in Sep-
tember 2015.  Funds to make this possible came from Honey Brook Township, the Bran-
dywine Conservancy, and the Chester County Ag Land Preservation Department.  Both 
farms were part of a five-farm group approved at the Board of Supervisors meeting in 
May of 2014. 

This brings the total of preserved land in Honey Brook Township to more than 3,100 
acres with 438 pending.  A complete listing may be found on the Land Preservation page 
of www.honeybrooktwp.com.   

Why is land preservation important?  The Chester Delaware County Farm Bureau esti-
mates that for every dollar of tax revenue generated from agriculture, only $0.02 to $0.12 
of municipal and educational services are required.  Compare this to residential land use:  
for every tax dollar, $1.33 worth of municipal and educational services are required.  The 
numbers clearly show that agricultural land has less of an impact on the demand for mu-
nicipal services; which, in turn, eases the municipal tax burden. 

Last year was a particularly brutal winter, 

and early predictions are that this year will 

be a difficult one as well. 

Remember to move parked cars from the 

streets when there is one inch or more of 

accumulated precipitation.  If your car is 

on a Township road during a weather 

event, it will be towed per the Snow Emer-

gency Ordinance 61-1994 and Resolution 

2-2013.  For the safety of all residents, the 

Roads Crew needs to be able to maneuver 

heavy equipment along the roadways as 

they work to clear the roads of ice & snow.
